
NINE HELD ON MORALS, 
DRUG CHARGES 

During the pre-dawn 
hours last Thursday a 

raid was staged at West- 
side Story by the Metro 
Police department’s 
Special Investigations 
Bureau and nine persons 
were arrested on morals 
and narcotics charges. 

Moving in at 3:30 a.m., 
detectives, a SWAT 
team and canine officers 
rounded up the suspects 
after undercover agents 
allegedly observed nude 

dancing on a stage and 

porno films shown on a 

movie screen in the 

tavern, a popular night- 
spot near Gwens Avenue 
and H Street. 

According to the 

report, the suspects 
were charged with a 

variety of offenses, from 

performing an obscene 
act and public nudity, to 

possession of marijuana. 
Metro explained that 

total nudity is not per- 
mitted under liquor 
license provisions for 

Las Vegas taverns. 
Officers who took part 

in the raid said the 
tavern had been under 
undercover surveillance 
for two weeks before 

Thursday’s action. 

Asst. Sheriff Jere 
Vanek said Thursday the 
Police Department may 
seek a hearing for the 
owners of Westside 
Story to show cause why 
their liquor license 
should not be revoked. 

The bar remains open 
until a decision is made, 
Vanek said.

Wilson, 28, was the on 

duty bartender when 

police entered the 
crowded tavern. 

Charges were placed 
against him for allowing 
nudity in the bar. He was 

also charged with 

possession of a small 
amount of marijuana. 

Charged with 
disrobing on the small 

stage were Delia Lynn 
Threats, 25, and Doreen 
Payton, 25. 

Also arrested was An* 
nise Larue Bullock, 31, a 

part-owner of Westside 
Story. 

Others jailed included 
bartender Georgia E. 

Vaughn, 36, charged 
with allowing public 
nudity and with con- 

spiracy to sell 

marijuana.

Eleanor Barnett, 25, a 

changegirl charged with 

allowing nudity; Dorothy 
Marie Smith, 26, a 

waitress charged with 
allowing nudity; 

Willie Sheaord, 43, a 

porter charged with ob- 
structing a police of- 
ficer;

porter charged with 

carying a concealed 
hunting knife.
