Takes Office Here July 1 
Robert Wentz, the 

educator who received 
unanimous support 
from the Clark County 
school board to become 
the district’s next super* 
Intendent, has arrived in 
Las Vegas to begin his 
new career July 1, head* 
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ing up the nation’s 22nd 
largest public school 
system. Wentz, his wife 
Jan and son Tony ar- 
rived this weekend to 
take up permanent resi- 
dence in their new Las 
Vegas home. 

Wentz, gave up his 
position as superinten- 
dent of the St. Louis 
schools, a post he held 
for seven years, to ac- 

cept the Las Vegas su- 

perlntendency. His wife 
Jan, principal at a subur- 
ban district outside St. 
Louis, gave up her posi- 
tion to move here with 
her husband. She Is ex- 

pected to seek employ- 
ment outside the local 
school system. 

Wentz was superin- 
tendent of the Pomona 
Unified School District 
In California for four 
years prior to his assign- 
ment at St. Louis. Prior 
to that he was superin- 
tendent of the 
Mishawaka, Indiana 
school system. He was 
chosen by the school 
board on the basis of a 

nationwide search for 
“the best possible per- 
son” to head up the 
90,000 student Clark 
County School District, 
and was selected from a 
field of 78 applicants for 
the position. 

He received an under- 
graduate degree from 
Mississippi State Col- 
lege. He received his 
master’s and doctorate 
degrees from the Univer- 
sity of Chicago.
