Seven hours of
negotiations last Frl-
day falled to determine
the next challenger for
the World Boxing
Assoclatlon
heavywelght champlion
Mike Weaver.

It’s still not
resolved,”sald James
Binns, chalrman of the
Pennsylvania State
Athletic Commission
and an attorney for the
WBA, who called a
closed hearing here to
sort out Weaver's next
title defense.

Binns sald hearings
would reopen at a later
date In an effort to
declde If Weaver's an-
ticipated defense
against Randall “Tex”
Cobb would be
sanction-
ed as a title bout.

Meanwhile, Ron
Weathers, a

spokesman for Tapco
Promotions, said the El
Paso, Texas-based
group is goilng ahead

Weaver
with plans to stage a
Weaver-Cobb bout on
July 25 at Ceasars
Palace. At the Las
Vegas Sentinel press

time, It was learned
that the Nevada State
Athletic Commission
had not recelved any
word from the WBA or

the promoting group
pertaining to the fight
in Las Vegas.

Weathers sald CBS
would televise the
15—round bout.

Don Manuel,
Weaver’s manager,
sald Weaver would
receive $1 million while .
Cobb wlill be pald
$500,000.

Neither Weaver or
Cobb attended the
hearing. But World
Boxing Council
heavywelght champion
Larry Holmes, boxing
promoter Don King and
his son, Carl, who
manages Mike Dokes,
the WBA No. |
challenger, surprised
tourists at the Franklin
Plaza Hotel, in
Philadelphia, by stopp-
ing by.
