The card, promoted by 
Top Rank, Inc., In asso- 

ciation with the Show- 
boat, starts at 6 p.m. 
Thursday, July 29, with 
doors to the Showboat 
Sports Pavilion opening 
at 5:30 p.m. The Maywea- 
ther-Sparrow 12-round 
main event will not start 
prior to 7 p.m. 

Ticket prices for this 
big championship card 
remain the same — $15 
for ringside reserved and 
$10 for general admis- 
sion. Tickets are on sale 
now from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. 
daily at the Showboat 
Sports Pavilion Ticket Of- 
fice.
