the second. Sparrow was 

quite busy In 1981, 
fighting 11 times.

14-0 record and Is from 
Mexico City where he Is a

Butler, a slugger from Al- 
buquerque who’s trained 
by Bob Foster, one of the 
greatest light heavy- 
weight champions ever, 
Is coming off three wins 
here this year. In June at 
the Showboat he decl- 
sioned Larry Ware.
