TELEVISION TO PRODUCE 

TALENT SHOW IN 
WASHINGTON/NASHVILLE 
Washington, D.C. — At a press conference held 

recently in Washington, D.C. and attended by Mayor 
Marion Barry and Councilman William Spaulding, Black 
Entertainment Television (BET) announced its plans to 

produce a talent show in Washington, D.C. and Nash- 
ville, Tennessee, for telecast by the Washington based 
cable television network. 

BET president Robert L. Johnson stated that his net- 
work and Spitler/Landrum Productions will co-produce a 

series of 30-minute talent shows designed to give new 

and emerging Black talent in all areas of the performing 
arts an opportunity to perform before a national cable TV 
audience. The program, "Best BET's", will be taped in 
Nashville, Tennessee and Washington, D.C. using local 
Black talent from both cities. 

In making this announcement Mr. Johnson said, "Best 
BET's is being developed as a showcase for new and tal- 
ented Black performers in dance, music, drama and 

comedy, who rarely have the opportunity to reach na- 

tional audiences. BET anticipates that this program will 
give millions of cable viewers the opportunity to see top 
rate entertainment, while at the same time provide ex- 

posure for some very talented artists. Black Entertain- 
ment Television and Spitler/Landrum Productions are 

eager to work with the Black performing arts com- 

munities in both Washington and Nashville to select 
talent for this series." 

According to Darrell Landrum of Spitler/Landrum Pro- 

ductions, the Washington segment of the show will be 
taped at Channel 20, a Taft-owned broadcast station, and
