NAACP Sets Aug 31 
For Civil Rights Rally 

In a news conference 
last Wednesday, the 
Rev. James Allen said 
the local branch has 
received support for the 
Aug. 31 rally from the 
national NAACP office 
and the National 
Congress of Black Chur- 
ches, whose president, 
First African Methodist 
Episcopal Bishop John 
Adams, also is 
scheduled to attend. 

Allen, elected local 
NAACP president earlier 
this year, said other 
black leaders who have 
promised to come to Las 
Vegas, “to view for 
themselves the con- 

ditions of blacks in 
Nevada,” include Coret- 
ta King, widow of slain 
civil rights leader Martin 
Luther King and Rep. 
Walter Fauntroy, D-D.C. 

“We’re not going to sit 
back and allow our 

young black people to be 
trodden under the feet of 
institutionalized racism,” 
said an angry Allen. “No 
longer will Las Vegas be 
known as the Entertain- 
ment Capital of The 
World when there are 

people going hungry and 
who don’t have jobs.” 

Allen said a rally at- 
tended by major civil 
rights figures would 
focus national media at- 
tention on 

discrimination against 
blacks in Las Vegas. 

The economic 
problems plaguing the 
predominantly black 
Westside, where real 
unemployment has been 
estimated at more than 
25 percent, will be dealt 
with. 

NLV candidates file reports 
North Las Vegas City 

Council candidate Mary 
Kincaid has collected 
$1,790 in campaign con- 
tributions since the 
primary election, accor- 

ding to a document filed 
with the city clerk. 

Kincaid fell behind 
competitor Wendell 
Waite in collecting cam- 

paign funds during the 
second reporting period, 
which covered the time 
from primary election 
day, May 3, through May 
17. 

Waite, the first of the 
four candidates to file 
his report, said he 
received $4,590 during 
that period. 

William Robinson 
filed a statement in- 
dicating he received 
$1,500 in contributions, 
while Odell Davis said he 
received $300. 

in the campaign 
finance report filed this 
week, Kincaid reported 
no individual con- 
tributions of $500 or 

more. 

State law requires 
candidates to name con- 
tributors who give them 
$500 or more. 

Kincaid, 1425 Webb 
Ave., also noted she 
spent $1,628 during the 
second reporting period. 

Robinson, 1400 Pon- 
tiac Ave., reporting 
receiving a $500 con- 

tribution from the Police 
Officers Association and 
$1,000 in individual con- 
tributions of less than 
$500. 

He also reported 
spending $1,321. 

Davis, 505 N. Lance 
Place, stated on his 
report that he spent $528 
during the second 
period. 
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
