The current rash of 
Christmas Tree poach- 
ing has prompted co- 

operative Lav Enforce- 
ment supported by infor- 
mants who are tired of 
seeing their National 
Forest robbed. 

Citizen reports and 
anonymous tips have en- 
abled Nevada Division of 
Forestry, U.S. Forest 
Service, and Metro Pol- 
ice to apprehend several 
tree poachers this past 
week. Violators are 

being cited under com- 

parable Federal or State 
laws, depending on cir- 
cumsiances. 

Forest Service Dis- 
trict Ranger Robert Wize 
was encouraged and 
thankful for the public 
support. “I’m glad peo- 
ple realize the tragedy of 
tree theft from an en- 
vironment as vulnerable 
as Mt. Charleston,” he 
said. 

“Many trees in the Na- 
tional Forest take ten to 
twenty years to grow 
only one foot, due to our 
arid climate. Some trees 
recently cut were not 
large, but were over 70 
years old,” said Wize. 

Reports of illegal cut- 
ting leading to a convic- 
tion may bring rewards 
of up to $1,000 from 
Secret Witness. Call 386-
