Rev. J.L. Kemp, the pastor
of the Pleasant Grove Baptist
Church is a man that has
seen this desert blossom as a
rose. Originally coming to
Las Vegas in 1941 he relates
that at that time when you
drove under the underpass
on Bonanza you were out of
Las Vegas.

Born in Darnell, Louisiana,
Feb. 22, 1917, he moved
early to Delhi, La. where he
was raised. He was called to
ministry in 1934. He was
licensed by Rev. N.R.
Rancher at the True Vine
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Baptist Church. Later he was
ordained in Richmond,
California at the St. James
Baptist Church.

In 1951, Rev. Kemp
returned to Las Vegas after a
three -year absence and
united with the New
Jerusalem Baptist Church
under the pastorage of the
then and still pastor, Rev.
F.N. Addison. He served as
an associate minister for 4%
years before joining the
Second Baptist Church under

service there, Rev. Kemp
organized the Pleasant Grove
Baptist Church at 1189 West
Hassell Ave. in the Vegas
Heights Development.

Since being there for 26
years, Pastor Kemp states
that he has never had a major
problem.

jubilant, it is the feeling of
the power of the Holy Ghost.
