DECISION OVER HAGLER

A happy Sugar Ray
Leonard shocked most of the
world and most of the boxing
writers, commentators and
followers Monday night,
when he won the World
Boxing Council middleweight
championship from Mar-
velous Marvin Hagler in a 12-
round split decision at the
Caesars Palace outdoor
stadium.

The 1976 Olympic cham-

pion and former undisputed
welterweight champion, who
was making his second re-
entry into the ring from
retirement, staged a stun-
ning upset over Hagler
before a capacity crowd of
15,336.

Leonard, whom few people
thought would win, was a 3
to 1 underdog in the betting
circles, but he warned that
he had a game plan. Well,

his plan worked. He still had

the fancy footwork, bolo
punches and fast delivery of
the Sugar Ray of five years
ago.

*‘| wanted to stick and

run, to taunt him and
frustrate him,'' Leonard
said.

And he did. And that’s
part of the reason he won.

There were no knock-
downs and neither fighter
was hurt

However, Hagler was bitter.
| feel in my heart that I'm
still the champion,'* he said.
He stated further that he lost
the fight because it was in
Las Vegas and then
proceeded to blame his loss
on the referee, the judges,
Caesars Palace and the bet-
ting public.
