
Local Muslims Unveil Plans For A New Masiid At A Recent Dedication Ceremony

In a “histone" dedication cere- 

mony held on Sunday, February 
23, 1992, the local Muslim 
community of “Masjid” Muham- 
mad Las Vegas, located at 711 

W. Morgan unveiled plans to 
build a new Masjid structure 
named “Masjid Al Sabur” (The 
House of Worship of the pa- 
tient). 

According to resident Iman,

Mujahid Ramadan, the structure 
will house 200 to 250 people and 
will includes a lobby and recep- 
tion area, administrative offices, 
expanded classrooms for the 
Sister Clara Muhammad School, 
a modern kitchen and two mina- 
rets (structures where the Mus- 
lim community can be called to 

prayer five times daily.) The 
adhan (call to prayer) will be 

piped-in electronically. 
Nearly 125 people were on 

hand to witness a two-hour pro- 
gram on Sunday afternoon which 
included an out-of-town guest 
speaker Iman Saadiq Saafir of 
Masjid Ibadilah, Los Angeles a 

world renown Muslin leader, 
Quranic recitations along with 
English translation, a dramatic 
skirt, and refreshments. 

The event was highlighted 
by an unveiling of the “architec- 
tural rendering” of the newly 
proposed site along with the 
public unveiling of a “wall moral” 
that displayed a picturesque 
painting on the front of the pres- 
ent building of the proposed site, 
which was painted by Sister 
Harnetha Abdul Jabaar Fran- 
klin. 

^resent ror tne ceremony 
were numerous out-of-town 
Muslims from San Diego and 
Los Angeles, many local well- 
wishers including members of 
the local Las Vegas Muslim 
community. 

The dedication ended with 
the official re-naming of the 
Masjid to “Masjid Al Sabur." 

Awards were presented to 

long time pioneer Sister Har- 
netna Abdul Jabaar Franklin. 

Members of the dedication 
committee included Sameesha 
Ramadan, Iman Sabreen, 
Baheejah Abdul Salaam, Iman 
Sultan Luqman Abdul Salaam, 
Gregory Abdul Jabaar Franklin,

A. Majied. 

The Muslim community will 
add a greater “asset” to the Las 
Vegas com munity with the build- 
ing of its new site and Masjids 
will begin to sprout all over the 
city.
