Since then, Biscuit has taken 
some time to himself, in order to 
make a ‘Hard Transition,’ as he 
puts it. 

“It’s hard,” admits Biscuit. 
“Everybody goes up and down 
in this business. There is a lot of 
jealousy and animosity."
