with Newton and members of the 
UNLV award-winning all star jazz 
band. UNLV jazz band members 
include Brenda Leonard, piano, 
Kevin Thomas, bass and Joe 
Malare, drums. 

Flutist and composer, Newton 
has long been a winner of United 
States and international jazz art- 
ist reviews. His new album, “If 
Love," brings seven new compo- 
sitions, and his quartet plays them 
with passion and finesse.
