Phase Three will add two class- 
rooms to the Preschool Wing.

be contacting the parents of 
the students who have been 
harassed and see if the 'life 
threats’ were continuing. 

“We will sit there indeed, 
until each student gets off the 
bus. We feel then, that the 
school district should provide 
any further security. That is 
their job. Once that child steps 
on that bus, he is under the au- 

thority of the school system," 
he reiterated. 

When asked when he 
planned on launching the new 

security measures, he re- 

sponded that they were ob- 
serving the area and wanted 
to get input from affected par- 
ents and other residents be- 
fore taking action. 

“We have been keeping a 

watchful eye on the area and I 
believe the word has gotten 
out. ATthis time, we have not 
heard reference given as to 

any other incidents. I think just 
without our presence being 
there, just the fact that know- 
ing thatthe Black Panther Party 
has decided to intervene on 

this issue, has curtailed a lot of 
the problems out there,” he 
said. 

“Nobody really wants to 
deal with us, not on a “violent" 
entity. They’re generally cow- 

ards! Notice that these were
