Let usonce and forall under-
stand that there has never been
any true friendship between
Blacks and Jews in this country.

Though a nobody, as such,
never-the-less, my conscience
is now clear if | never heed
anything those cited in the first
paragraph say or propose. One
major issue for me why collec-
tively they're not “The Ones” is;
the reparation to Black people
for our enslavement is not tops
on their agenda. This is the
“monumental” and basically
they're silent on it. Who is so
ignorant or charlatan among
them as not to know or admit
thatif a poll were taken of every
Black personin America on this;
95% or more would say, “Yes!
we deserve and want monetary
reparation for the enslavement
of our fathers and mothers.”
Have they “The Black Elite"
polled this? Of course not! Will
they? Of course notl! The bot-
tom line is simply this: They are
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It might surprise many to
know that the presidency posi-
tion of the NAACP was not held
by an African-American until
1975! Before then, that position
was consistently occupied by all
white liberals — the majority, if
not all, being Jews. A prominent
Jewish figure was Joel Sprin-
gam who served as both chair-
man and president for almost
thirty years starting in 1910 (the
Springam medal, the NAACP'’s
highest honor, is named after
him).

The majority of these Jewish
liberals were Zionists, meaning
they represented the most na-
tionalistic element of the Jew-
ish-American  community.
Hence, whiletheyadvocatedthe
assimilation of Blacks into white
American society, Jewish as-
similation was aggressively dis-
couraged. In other words, as
Professor Tony Martin of Welle-
sly College has put it, “national-
ism was good for them but bad
for us.”

With this historical perspec-
tive we are now in a better posi-
tion to understand the Jewish
attacks against Black national-
ism and Afrocentrism, the latest
being against Minister Louis
Farrakhan and the Nation of Is-
lam. A fundamental tenet of
Black nationalist philosophy is
self-reliance. For Blacks to be-
come self-reliant would be to
deprive the Jewish-American
establishment of the control,
manipulation and exploitation of
Black leadership and the Black
community they have enjoyed
for so long.

Garveyite Carlos Cooks
summed up the situation quite
well when he stated in 1964:
“Any Black man or group advo-
cating self-determination is the

natural enemy of the Jew." The
accusations of anti-semitism
levelled against Afrocentric
scholars like Leonard Jefferies
and Tony Martin, and Louis
Farrakhan and the nation of Is-
lam are groundless. Jewish
scholars themselves have docu-
mented the significant Jewish
involvement in the African slave
holocaust. However, for the
Jewish community charges of
anti-semitism has become an
excellent way of stifling debate.

The Jewish-Americanestab-
lishment must understand that
Black people are experiencinga
resurgence of consciousness
and refuse to any longer be the
pawns in anyone’s game. One
would think that the Jews, who
have also been victims of brutal
oppression and discrimination
in their recent history, would be
able to understand and identify
with such sentiments. Jews have
never suffered at the hands of
either Africans or Arabs, but Eu-
ropeans like themselves. How-
ever, Jews seemtoidentifymore
with their former European op-
pressors than with oppressed
peoples of color.

Well, if that'sthewayit'sgoing
to be, so be it. But Jews should
not be surprised if sooner or
later they find themselves con-
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ing on human rights and justice
issues, he is about to be named
interim and more than likely
permanent executive director of
the Las Vegas Housing Author-
ity.
