THE CANTEEN FISH 
J AST WEEK we recalled mem­

ories of the "High, Dry & 
Dusly." That was the name 
by which, in a spirit of levity, 

we called what Las Vegas considered 
its very own railroad, built by Senator 
William A. Clark, one of the Montana 
"Copper Kings," in 1905 and 1906. 

In those days it was customary to 
issue an annual pass to the editors of 
Nevada newspapers and their families, 
and of course that swelled the volume 
of traffic and made friends for the rail­
road of all the newspapers. 

I am explaining this to show how 
the impecuneous editors of that day 
could afford to travel so much. On one 
of my pleasant and lonesome trips 
about 1912, riding from Las Vegas on 
the two-day trip to Reno, 1 was the 
only passenger on the train. It was a 

wonderful opportunity to think, as­
suming you had anything to think with, 
and, having my pad of copy paper 
handy, as always, 1 sat by the window 
looking out after ideas. 

Along after noon, we were puffing 
our way through the bed of the Amar-
gosa River, which was always hotter 
than our future fears and without a 
drop of water in sight. And 1 wondered, 
as 1 still do, how any life could exist 
in that desolate desert region. 

My friend Frank Buol had, about 
three years before, moved from Las 
Vegas and taken up a homestead in 
the Pahrump Valley not far from 
where the Amargosa River cuts its 
way into the depths of Death Valley. 
1 could see in my mind's eye how 
nature must devise a way in which 
animals and plant life must carry its

own water. And that is how I invented 
the canteen fish. 

The cycle of life began, of course, 
with the winter storms which sent 
torrents rushing on the way to that 
"lowest spot" on the globe. Of course 
tiny fishes were hatched from some­
where and developed into creaures sur­
prisingly like canteens, the interior of 
each being occupied by about a gallon 
of water. On the journey down the 
river bed the shell of this canteen 
naturally combined and the creature 
developed its fins into flippers by 
means of which the canteen was able 
to stand itself of edge and roll gleefully 
on its way to the brakish waters of the 
valley. 

As the canteen fish advanced through 
Pahrump Valley, Frank Buol devised 
a unusual method of watering the long 
rows of grape vines which kept him 
in the wine making business for several 
years. He found that by standing where 
the Amargosa River bed crossed the 
upper part of his vineyard he could 
divert the rolling streams of canteen 
fish into the furrows of his vineyard 
and when a rolling canteen fish was 
passing a grape vine a gentle tap with 
his hammer would break the brittle 
shell of the canteen fish and spill the 
life giving water onto the thirsty roots 
of the vine. 

In this way Frank prospered and his 
wine making business flourished. I 
know this because every year for many 
years Frank brought me a few bottles 
of wine from the Amargosa Vineyard. 

I saw Frank Buol last on the evening 
of November 9, 1956 when he came on 
invitation of Vegas Lodge No. 32, 
F. & A. M., to be honored as the first 
secretary of the lodge. On that visit 
he assured me that he was still grow­
ing grapes and making wine, enough 
for his own use, although he said 
nothing about the source of his irri­
gation water. Of course I assumed that 
the canteen fish were still rolling their 
way down the Amargosa Valley. 

I must have written my first descrip­
tion of the canteen fish in very con­
vincing words, because I received let­
ters from several men learned in the. 
sciences telling me how utterly pre­
posterous and scientifically impossible 
it was for any life to function under 
such condition as I had described. One 
letter, as I remember it, criticized me 
severely for trying to fool the people. 
The only answer I could give was that 
if anybody was fool enough to believe 
such a story, he was a bigger fool than 
I was. So I warn the readers of "Fabu­
lous not to believe a word of this story 
as I do not wish to mislead scientists." 

However I do advise our readers to 
visit that strange country of Death 
Valley and see some of the unbeliev­
able things for themselves. They may 
stand on a mountain on the rim of 
the valley, and then view without 
turning your head. Mount Whitney, 
the highest peak in the United States 
and the Tloor' of Death Valley which 
is, if my memory serves me well, about 
265 feet below sealevel. You may enjoy 
stopping over night at Furnace Creek 
Inn, a very delightful resort. You may 
play golf on the floor of the valley at 
the Furnace Creek motor court. You
