ABOUT OUR WEATHER 
wO very "unusual" weather 

during the months of May and 
^3 June, we should, perhaps, be 

thankful for because those 
months usually yield some pretty 
steady hot spells. But this being the 
first hot weather of the season we prob­
ably notice the heat more than we 
would had it arrived according to 
custom. 

Las Vegas weather is the most health-
giving of any climate in the United 
States. That is due largely to the very 
low degree of humidity found in this 
desert country. The dryness makes the 
general use of the evaporative type of 
cooler adequate for every home and 
most business houses. Of course years 
ago, when we first came to Las Vegas, 
coolers for homes had hardly been 
thought of, but today the most humble 

dwellings are kept comfortable with 
their aid. 

None of the great cities of the east 
have summer conditions so pleasant as 
those in Las Vegas. Take Chicago for 
example. When the temperature reaches 
eighty degrees, it is almost unbearable 
due to the high degree of humidity and 
sun-stroke is a constant menace to 
health. In the days when horses hauled 
the big trucks, many of the animals 
would drop dead on the streets and 
large numbers of humans were also 
prostrated with the heat. It was almost 
beyond endurance and suffering was 
worse than any ever known in Las 
Vegas. 

Los Angeles, we once thought, had a 
very delightful climate and, compared 
with the great cities of the east, still 
does. But since the smog has taken

over, many of its moderately warm 
days are almost unbearable and thou­
sands of Southern California people 
come to Las Vegas each week to enjoy 
our climate as well as the many forms 
of entertainment. 

We are told that Phoenix and Tucson 
in Arizona are growing rapidly with the 
influex of health-seeking tourists, but 
Las Vegas, with much less humidity, 
has the Arizona cities beaten in every 
way as a health resort potential. 

We have been too busy with our 
great Hotels and Casinos to pay much 
attention to our many qualities as a 
health resort area, but we will wake up 
before long to the realization that Las 
Vegas is the most health-giving climate 
in the land and our businessmen and 
capitalists will devote some of their 
energy, talents and money to build 
great sanitariums and health centers 
that will vie with anything we now 
have as builders of future population, 
health and wealth. 

Las Vegas seems always to be hav­
ing "unusual" weather and to be break­
ing one old mark after another for 
either highs or lows in temperature 
or for rainfall or drought. It seems that 
almost any kind of a day will equal or 
surpass some sort of previous record 
if we have the patience to search it out. 

Since I began to publish The Las 
Vegas Age in June, 1908, I have been 
interested in weather and what the 
United States Weather Bureau is doing 
about it. That June still lingers in my 
memory as one of the very hottest we 
had since I came to this city. I well 
remember that the thermometer in the 
fragile board building which housed 
"The Age" on Second Street, where the 
Western Union now is, stood at 119 
degrees. 

My first interest in weather records 
came when 1 started to publish "The 
Age." 1 quickly sensed the fact that all 
people in Vegas were interested in the 
weather—in fact that was about all 
there was going on in this sickly village 
at that time. 1 had noticed the white 
shelter of the Weather Bureau just

across the tracks from our railway 
depot and learned that the Station 
Agent was the local Cooperative Ob­
server. The agent was too busy, how­
ever, to read the thermometers and rain 
guage and make the records, so I 
assumed that duty, with his consent, 
and went over to the depot, made the 
reading every evening and kept the 
record which I published in "The Age" 
every week thereafter. I soon learned 
that the weather record was about the 
most interesting item in the paper. In 
1911, I think it was that year, the 
Weather Bureau discovered me and I 
was appointed Cooperative Weather 
Observer. That word "Cooperative" 
means "serving without pay," and I 
kept it up religiously for nearly half a 
century until failing eyesight compelled 
me, much against my will, to give it 
up. The shelter and rain guage are 
still in our back yard waiting for the 
Weather Bureau to come for them. 

I never was quite reconciled to the 
naming of the Weather Station at Mc-

Carran Field "Las Vegas" for it still 
seems to me that the city should have 
been allowed to keep its own identity. 
There is quite a difference in altitude 
and surroundings between McCarran 
Field and the City of Las Vegas al­
though the two are separated by only 
about six miles. 

McCarran Field is nearly two hun­
dred feet higher in altitude, hence in 
the winter months registers about three 
degrees lower in temperature than does 
the city. Las Vegas is a large area cov­
ered by lawns and shade trees while 
McCarran Field is surrounded by open 
desert swept by hot winds directly 
from the open country and so registers 
some three or four degrees hotter in 
the summer. 

There is no doubt that the Weather 
Station at McCarran Field is a neces­
sity. It must have a paid observer on 
duty at all times to inform approaching 
or departing aircraft of weather condi­
tions. The newspapers also must be able 
to get information from the station at 
all times, but I still would like to see 
what the comparison of figures would 
be between that station and an accurate 
recording within the city proper.

ROM TIME to time I like to 
pass on interesting pieces of 
news that reach me from 
abroad. Especially so when it 

deals with political news that effects 
us all. Just recently a friend of mine 
who is a Physics Professor in Rosen­
heim, Germany, Doctor Anton Hitzel-
berger, sent me just that kind of in­
formation. He, together with his sister 
and a colleague of hers, made an ex­
cursion trip during Easter Week to 
Yugoslavia. Because Anton and his 
sister had previously lived in Yugosla­
via for six years and speak the language 
fluently, his remarks come closer to 
the truth than those that any American 
tourist could ever formulate. 

Tony writes; "We left Munich on the 
Tauernexpress (train) to Ljubliana. We 
had a delay there of some several hours 
and went to the downtown area. Be­
cause it was Saturday evening around 
Ten O'clock there were few people 
around so it was a good time to see 
the sights. There were no cars around 
even in this town of 100,000. Years be­
fore I remembered a luxurious restaur­
ant in the town but now it was gone 
and the food in those restaurants that 
they do have was mediocre. The people 
were modestly dressed. A small band 
in the restaurant played old pieces— 
jazz is not allowed. We had coffee, 
which was not expensive, and the wait­
ers refused a gratuity as it is forbidden 
to take tips. 

"From Ljubliana we went to harbor 
Rijeka where we again had several 
hours to wait before our ship sailed. 
This town was pretty well destroyed 
during the war and much of it has not 
been rebuilt. There are nearly no cars 
at all here, only some big American 
cars and a few German Opels and Mer­
cedes—these are not privately owned 
cars and the people driving them are 
government workers, or directors of 
state industries. 

"Our ship, The Maribor, was a pretty 
new motorship with about one hundred 
cabins. We were on it for twenty-seven 

hours along the Dalmation Beach. This 
is one of the most beautiful voyages in 
the Mediterranean Sea. The beach is 
very nice with many, many bays and 
numerous isles, about 1,000 in all. The 
places along the beach are old pictur­
esque towns of the Greek, Roman and 
Venetian times. The town of Split is 
about in the center of the twenty-seven 
mile beach and has a castle or palace of 
Diokletian in the center. We went on 
to Dubrovnik, formerly Ragusa, where 
he took two rooms at the home of an 
old lady of Montenegro — they were 
very simple, nice and cheap. The town 
of Dubrovnik is the most famous and 
surely the most beautiful place on this 
Yugoslavian beach. There are not only 
wonderful old buildings but also sub­
tropical surroundings. The sea was al­
ready pretty warm, although it was 
only April, and I went swimming sev­
eral times. A few patches of beach are 
nice, but mostly it is rocky. Every day 
we made excursions, the longest one 
being by bus to the bay of Cotor (Ca-
taro) over the Lovcen Pass, 2,000 feet 
above sea-level, to the famous, but ter­
ribly poor, place of Cetinje, which is the 
former capital of Montenegro. We had 
wonderful weather and it was a very 
unique trip. 

"During Easter we were at Dubrov­
nik, basically a Catholic town, but in it 
there is also a large church of the Greek 
nationality — Sebro-Orthodoxe. The 
most beautiful way back would have 
been by ship but we wanted to see the 
inland part of the country and also 
some places where we had been when 
we lived here before the war. We went 
to Serajewo on a nice railway built 
by the Austrians some sixty years ago. 
It is small gauge, like a plaything, and 
goes very 'gemutlich' (happily) through 
this wild and rocky country. Serajewo 
is known by the attempt made there 
upon the Austrian successor to the 
throne in 1914. In past days it was very 
picturesque with its Turkish sections, 
but most of the Oriental Euroneans are

now gone. Today a lady is allowed to 
visit a Mosque, and we visited the 
steeple of the Mosque here. The famous 
manual laborers (Turks) are not now 
here, but I did buy a small water can 
of copper as perhaps it was the last 
time I would get a chance to get real 
handmade work. 

"We went to Banja Luka where my 
sister had been in school with German 
Sisters as her teachers. They were 
originally from Wasserburg, but now 
we found no School and no Sisters. The 
building has been neglected very badly 
and is now a home for young workers. 
We also visited the home of a former 
Bishop and found only an old maid of 
his there who told of his expulsion. 
Weather was bad so we had to forego 
a trip to Jaice and went to Zagreb in­
stead. Zagreb is a former capital of 
Kroatia and has about 400,000 inhabit­
ants. This town did make a pretty good 
impression, I must say. From Zagreb 
I went back to Rosenheim alone be­
cause I had a shorter vacation than my 
sister and her friend. 

"The political and commercial condi­
tion of Yugoslavia is far from good. A 
visa is necessary to get into the country. 
There is plenty of food in the country.

and it is relatively cheap for us with 
wine included, but the clothes and all 
industrial products are most expensive. 
The wages of the workers are very low. 

"A visitor to the country is not 
troubled by the Communist government 
but everywhere he is reminded of it. 
The largest buildings at night show the 
name of Tito. All over the people have 
to admire him by force it would seem. 
There are no foreign newspapers al­
lowed. In the Library of the State at 
Serajewo I saw, as representative Ger­
man books, only three: "Letters of Rosa 
Luxemburg;" "Speaches of Thalmann" 
and "The Speeches of Pieck" and the 
authors are all Communists! At the mo­
ment though, the relations with the 
Russians do not seem to be the best, 
although everywhere you see the "Red 
Star" on buildings, on standards, and 
on the uniforms of soldiers. Religion is 
not taught at school, but underneath 
the people are still very religious. Many 
people cannot read and write, but just 
recently a law was passed that every­
one must go to school for eight years. 

"There is no unity in Yugoslavia. It 
is composed of different peoples and 
there are always quarrels and separa­
tion. The states that are under the Rus­

sian influence the most want to separ­
ate and get rid of the dissenters. 

"The West is interested in seeing that 
the country is not given to Russia, and 
therefore, as I see it, the U.S.A. must 
continue to give money and arms to 
keep Yugoslavia from going entirely 
communist. Tito realizes this and will 
press the U.S.A. into giving as much 
as possible. On the other hand, he also 
knows that Russia wants to be domi­
nant and he is utilizing that fact to the 
best of his ability. Tito can never be a 
sincere friend of the West. He is the 
typical politician of the Balkan — un­
reliable, pleasure seeking and person­
ally vain. Not only for our interests, 
but also for the good of the poor people 
of his own country, it would be best if 
Tito and his system were to disappear. 

"We found the people always very 
friendly but very poor. But they are 
better behaved than the Italians. There 
were many beggers though they never 
bothered us, and would refuse money 
unless they could offer a service. A 
little boy once said to me, "We are very 
poor, but we are not beggars." There 
are nearly no private owners of hotels, 
stores or factories—all are socialized. 
Thus the Communist Party! Surely it 
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can only be the political interest that 
the U.S.A. has, and not those for pur­
poses of trading that motivates its in­
vesting money in Tito's regime."
