Until the issue is clarified by 
law, the milk formerly distributed by 
the BLISS BOYS under the name of 
"Arden Farms of California" will be 
sold locally under the BLISS MILK 
label. Since Arden Farms hold a na­
tional copyright to the name, the is­
sue becomes one of "prior right" 
(State) vs Copyright (Federal) and 
a battle clear to the Supreme Court 
of the land is in prospect. As milk is 
the number one beverage in world 
wide liquid consumption, the issue is 
vital around the globe and will have 
far-reaching ramifications within the 
industry. Of even further interest to 
Nevadans is the fact that Las Vegas 
is the site of the origin of this "test 
case."
