Mr. Frrr,Xchel also stated that he 
has thorough protection on his tech­
nique of screen and movie hypnosis 
for audiences — so it appears that the 
only way movies will incorporate this 
feature, which has so sensationalized 
the currently playing "Horrors of the 
Black Museum" — is to employ or 
buy Mr. Franchel's priority and own­
ership of Hypnosis on the screen.
