The old build-
ings have been painted an off-white
on the brick and looks like the old
south for sure. A new, outside glassed-
in elevator reminded me of the El
Cortez in San Diego. There is a beau-
tiful lobby and lounging room, com-
plete with pine paneling and fireplace
that is huge and with comfortable
chairs and sofas.
