Such reasoning is fine with us — 
psetido society notwithstanding. On 
the other hand, the nuclear tenor of 
the times has cast upset upon the 
minds of heretofore unsuspected ene­
mies of the so-called progressive hu­
man race. 

Your writer is not an ostrich. Head 
burying in the sand is strictly for the 
birds — some birds. It takes no es­
teemed prognosticator to realize fully 
and quickly that civilized people, 
wherever they are, regardless of skin 
color, or sex or nationalistic fealty, 
face chaotic destruction lest we ad­
just our thinking, re-evaluate our 
prayers and disarm our scientists. 

It is Christmas time again and the 
true religious leaders must be sad 
about it — sadder, maybe, than at any­
time in modern civilization. Of course, 
there were darkness and gloom before 
and peace and tranquility followed in 
the wake of cannon fire, incendiary 

bombs and machine gun blasts. This 
time as madness and irrational rea­

Friends, the world 
after fallout permeates the ozone, will 
be so shattered and unsafe for breath­
ing, let along procreation, that it is 
seriously doubted many sane folks 
would want to be around as single 
inhabitants or individual families. 
What a sad commentary it is on our 
great American heritage to have 
crackpots, plan to bare arms against 
neighbors if fallout shelter areas are 
needed and some good, but homeless, 
soul cries out for room for one more. 
If there are enough solo nuts and they 
may wear collars of the clergy, any 
denomination, who will stand up and 
be counted expounding the coming 
philosophy of one for one and all for 
nobody, then Russia has great comfort 
in store. Just think where Great Bri­

tain would be now if "in one'' psychol­
ogy was the order of the day in '42 
and '43, when more than the Ritz was 
subjected to blitz in London and en­
virons. From personal knowledge, we 
know that hundreds of people, most 
of them strangers, were often huddled 
together in school gymnasiums in 
England. For days, nearly a week, 
people shared the meager food and 
shabby surroundings. The blood, 
sweat and tears, alluded to by Church­
ill, came from a communal effort, not 
selfish individuals. 

If there is anyone within reading 
space of this column, who subscribes 
to the "shoot your neighbor" policy, 
let him search his conscience as a 
Christian and show just cause of how 
this is interpreted in the Bible or in 
the brotherhood teachings of Christ. 

In the wake of some muddled 
minds, which we trust will have lit­
tle or no effect on the needed gre­
garious behavior of decent, concerned 
citizens. Merry Christmas, anyway 
and a Happy, non-fallout New Year.

worked so hard to give us food and 
shelter and to clothe and educate us. 
We wanted to see Mama's eyes bright­
en on Chrismas morning — more than 
all of the dollies and fire trucks and 
tricycles, or candy and nuts and pop­
corn balls in the whole world! 

"The big fireplace in the big draw­
ing room at Pickfair is always going 
and on Christmas eve we gather those 
closest to us — perhaps not more than 
a half dozen, since so many are al­
ready gone. We have a Christmas sup­
per, and we open a few gifts. But we 
wait for Christmas morning for the 
real surprises. 

"I don't let anyone rip into beauti­
fully wrapped packages," Mary says. 
"When someone loves you enough to 
wrap your gift with all of the thought 
and care of beautiful tinsel paper and 
satin ribbons and Christmas seals, I 
believe the wrappings deserve equal 
care in the unwrapping. We take scis­
sors and we carefully fold the pretty 
papers away in a big box with all of 
the ribbons.

"I was lucky enough to catch a 165 
pound marlin off Oceanside and it too 
went to the Mission. The joy is seeing 
the joy of those who receive." 

There is turkey on Thanksgiving, 
Christmas, and New Years Day at 
Pickfair. And the family days are kept 
intimate and small, but New Years is 
for friends who love Pickfair. 

Mary and Buddy keep their gifts to 
each other a big surprise. I happen to 
know one Christmas Buddy gave 
Mary a big new blue Lincoln Conti­
nental, and another a white mink 
jacket. And Mary gave him a mem­
bership in his favorite golf club.

MEET YOUR HOST: Mario Mar-
chi has been in the restaurant busi­
ness for twenty-six years and he has 
the acquired reputation of being one 
of the most successful gents in the 
field. One dinner time recently, we 
dined with him at one of his places, 
the picturesque Villa Borghese on 
East 55th St. At this location in 
seventeen months, he has built a really 
remarkable addition to the eating 
establishments of the town. This is to 
be expected. Mario has a real winner 
a block away. His Villa d'Este on East 
56th St. has been attracting a steady 
clientele since 1945. To mention prox­
imity to good Continental food, both 
restaurants have the same menu.

As you read this, Mario is vacation­
ing in Europe, a long sojourn which 
will run until late January. His ex­
planation: "I go away every Decem­
ber; I must vacation when all my em­
ployees are working. In the summer, 
Tm on the job every day." This quote 
led to a discussion of his own sched­
ule, which reads like the tale of two 
city blocks. From 11 to 12 in the 
morning, he is at Villa d-Este; 1 to 3 
in the afternoon at Villa Borghese; 5 
to 6:45 in the early evening back to 
d'Este and 7 to closing at Borghese. 
No doctor has ever had more precise 
office hours. During a working week, 
Signor Marchi generally visits one to 
two competing restaurants. However, 
outside of enjoying a busman's holi­
day, he seldom ever picks up any ad­
ditional knowledge pursuant to the 
cause of guiding a restaurant opera­
tion. As he put it: "Outside of enjoy­
ing a few good dinners, there is very 
little that 1 can learn." 

A remarkable facet of Mario's oper­
ation is his cogent system of promo-

ting help by the recognized stages in 
restaurant employment. He is a stick­
ler for the European plan of hoping 
that a busboy will someday be a mai-
tre d' and that a dishwasher may work 
up to becoming a Second Chef. Mar-
chi's philosophy is: "If a man has the 
patience and can handle the incon­
venience on the way up and still love 
the restaurant business, he'll make it." 

On the food side. Villa Borghese 
has about 36 Entree selections avail­
able for dinner, highlights being 
Breast of Capon, Swordfish Steak and 
Mignonette of Beef. After three dif­
ferent visits to the restaurant, sam­
pling many of the choice items, we 
can recommend the culinary achieve­
ments of the chef. 

We kidded Mario about the possi-

eyes beamed and a faint smile ap­
peared on his lips before he asked 
the question: "Will the location be 
on East 54th or 57th Street?"

A fine, warm atmosphere prevails 
at the Pen and Pencil. The walls are 
lined with a galaxy of portraits.

Open five days for lunch and seven 
for dinner, the P. & P. affords excel­
lent service. Dominick is a particular­
ly pleasant maitre d' and Tony Aresi, 
who acts as the effective manager, 
seems completely equipped to carry 
out the Bruno tradition.
