In recognition of this winter fes­
tival, less commercial than a few 
years ago (we hope), we pass along 
a true anecdote about the season. 
There are reasons it got by O. Henry 
and M. Hellinger: first, it is too new; 
and second, too fantastic. Some prose 
license has been taken with the below. 
The names have been changed and a 
very slight touch of fiction has com­
bined with the facts. 

Last December, 'way back in '61, 
Peter Oster, a tall ten-year-old out in 
a good sized city in the middle of 
our country proved that Christmas is 
not all take and no give so far as 
kids are concerned. Do you want 
proof? We did. Like ten million other 
boys and girls, Peter was taken to a 
central point, a department store, to 
meet Santa Glaus. His mother, who 
had encouraged good behavior all 
during November, indicated that ole 
St. Nick would probably be pretty 
generous this year. What did Peter 
want? The mater said, "Get up real 
close to Santa Glaus and whisper it to 
him."

j H E N  i j o i i  w r i t e  f o r  a  m a g a ­
zine, it's true that ''Christ-

- mas comes but once a year", 
hut when it does, amigo, it lasts six 
months. Along about August, when 
Santa Clans is smeared with suntan 
oil, and Donder und Blitzen and all 
the other reindeer are still lolling in 
the pool, the Editor-Publisher, whom 
we will call "Jack Cortez" to protect 
the innocent, asks, "How are you com­
ing with your Christmas reviews, 
Mary?" 

Well sir, it seems only yesterday we 
heard that question before. The time 

.between Christmases is vety short 
when you write for a magazine. I 
have also heard it rumored that time 
passes faster as one grows older, but 
I'd prefer not to think about that. 

"Oh, great!" we lie. We had given 
Christmas only a fleeting thought up 
until then, and hastily shoved it back 
into our unconscious subconscious. 

Now we have to take it out and begin 
coping. 

What hotel knows in August what 
will be glittering in its show room 
come Christmas-time? Surprisingly 
enough, a few do, but more won't be­
gin thinking about it for months. This 
puts us in an interesting position, be­
cause the Christmas issue of this mag­
azine is our largest of the year and 
must go to press weeks before publi­
cation date. The publisher not only 
must get all the departments of it col­
lected, but he is also receiving re­
minders from the printer, who has his 
own work cut out for him, and plenty 
of it. 

Thus I start gently questioning the 
hotels, who naturally figure I'm some 
kind of a nut for asking about Christ­
mas in August. They are a consider­
ate and patient lot, however, and hide 
their feelings behind a light laugh. I 
picture the staff shaking their heads 
and giving each other knowing looks 
that agree it's better to humor "the 
nut". They'll let me know as soon as 
as they can, they tell me, and I self­
consciously drop the subject for a 
week or so, until Jack Cortez gives 
me another prod, and triggers off an­
other set of inquiries. 

Meanwhile, back at the Strip, the 
regular reviewing continues.

Still to be announced are possible 

Dunes and New Frontier openings, 
with only the Stardust's great "LE LI­
DO DE PARIS" of 1962 stable until 
after the gala season. What does it 
add up to as a Christmas forecast for 
reviewers? It wouldn't take Criswell 
to answer that question. I count 7 new 
shows in 5 days and a couple more 
likely. And don't forget — we have to 
write the reviews afterwards. Dream 
job, huh? Fifty-one weeks a year—yes. 

Along with seeing the shows and 
writing about them come some bo­
nuses — rubbing shoulders with celeb­
rities and occasionally meeting them. 
I have especially pleasant memories 
of the warmth and charm of ANDY 
WILLIAMS, DINAH SHORE, ETH­
EL MERMAN, MITZI GAYNOR, 
JANE FROMAN, BOBBY RAMSEN, 
JACK DURANT, and a number of 
others. 

Like other members of the press, I 
am sometimes a guest at parties after 
openings. I shall not soon forget one 
such last year, where there were four 
famous young married couples - ED­
DIE FISHER & ELIZABETH TAY­
LOR, ROBERT WACNER & NATA­
LIE WOOD, JANET LEIGH & 
TONY CURTIS, and AUDREY HEP­

BURN & MEL FERRER. There's an 
interesting statistic there someplace. 

Once in a while there is a rare op­
portunity to really ask — or better, 
listen — to one of the greats, and these 
are invariably rewarding. I learned 
more about comedy, listening to MIL­
TON BERLE discuss it one evening, 
than in the year's course I took in 
"Professional Comedy" at U.C.L.A. 
Another contributor to my enlighten­
ment on this subject is comedian 
CORBETT MONICA, whose astute 
analysis of why certain comedians 
make people laugh made me appreci­
ate their acts the more. I am no long­
er deluded into thinking that audience 
laughter is an accident. It is a direct 
result of the artistry of the comedian 
behind the footlights. 

There are other rewards of this 
dream job that mean a great deal — 
the occasional note of thanks from 
gifted, nice people like TONY BEN­
NETT and DOROTHY LOUDON, 
the occasional letter or word of praise 
from a reader. It's a comfort to know 
someone does read what is turned out 
in a weekly hassle, and took time to 
let us know. 

Which brings me to this deadline 
business and what it amounts to. For 
me it starts Friday, with a series of

phone calls to hotel publicity offices, 
manned and womaned by as delight­
ful staffs as could be found any­
where. Through their press releases 
we have been kept well informed of 
coming attractions and show changes, 
and the Friday phone calls fill in the 
gaps. 

This is the ideal. The catch is that, 
again being a weekly, it is necessary 
to know changes farther ahead than 
some of the publicity offices have 
them. There are usually one or two 
pending on Saturday, which we — 
hoi^efuily — can pick up on Monday 
and fire down to the patient printer 
at the last minute. The real problems 
arise when there is an excited phone 
call from a publicity office, with an 
unexpected show change, say Wed­
nesday, which calls for a real last-
minute long distance call to our print­
er in Phoenix, who somehow manages 
to work a miracle and get the change 
in. Quite an accomplishment when 
you consider that the magazines must 
be shipped from Arizona, distributed 
locally, and sent to out-of-town news 
One Hundred Twenty-eight 

stands and subscribers in all 50 states 
every Friday night. 

Here it is November, and the 
Christmas deadline is just around the 
corner. There are still last-minute pre­
views to be written, and I'm receiving 
frequent reminders that the festive 
season is gaining on us like a pack of 
wolves. Simultaneous with the Christ­
mas issue, we are meeting our regular 
weekly deadlines, and again I am re­
minded that whoever coined the word 
deadline knew whereof he spoke. 
Along about now we're feeling more 
dead than alive. 

When Christmas week finally, ar­
rives with its multitude of show open­
ings, and I'm tapping away at the 
typewriter instead of trimming the 
tree, I'll have a stack of Carols on the 
record player, to remind me that 
Christmas didn't really start in Au­
gust, even though I'm up to my knuc­
kles in the New Year's issue.
