Champagne flowed
freely from several bars on the three
floors of the building open to the
guests and everyone enjoyed much
good food as well as tearing a part
of the building apart for souvenirs.
Jayne Mansfield did the best job
armed with a sledge hammer almost
as big as herself and a chisel held by
Doc. Seymour and directed by Pat
O'Brien and Georgie Jessel. They
seemed to enjoy the hammering im-
mensely as TV and newsreels ground
the sight out for posterity. Criswell
was photographed with every cele-
brity that passed thru the portals from
the red carpeted sidewalk on Sunset
Boulevard — don’t suppose a person
ever before had more pictures taken
with greats in one evening. Roland T.
Artdner and Gary Armstrong also as-
sisted with the party hosting and a
finer pair of youngsters you have
never seen. Lee Atkinson was showing
off her latest “find” Arthur Ross Jones
who had just closed from a successful
singing stint of six months at the Bev-
erly Hilton Hotel and was leaving the
next day for a singing job in London.
Las Vegas should certainly grab onto
this youngster — he is going to be one
of the greats of the stage soon.

After the party there, Alice Arm-
strong, Criswell and I went to Sch-
wab’s Drug Store for bacon and eggs
and then on up to Doctor Seymour’s
home in the Truesdale Estates for a
party. On the way I had a flat tire
right in front of the mansion of M.
Slotkin at the top of the mountain
— we had gotten lost in the fog. Mr.
Slotkin owns and is President of Abby
Rents in the entire country. He had
his fine son, a freshman at Arizona
University in Tucson drive Alice and
Cris on to Doc Seymour’s while I had
the AAA fix my tire. You certainly
meet the finest people under the fun-
niest circumstances. Would like to
know the Slotkin family better — they
were so fine.

I have been in many fine homes in
my day, but Doc Seymour’s tops them
all. It is new, Grecian in type, next
door to Nixon’s, breathtakingly stark
in its completely round glass front,
with a marble fireplace in the center
of the vast living room that is fully
carpeted with a thick white carpet,
and the master bed room, wow! of
solid plate glass on the opposite wing
from the living quarters.
