or, passing the Lurline coming in from 
Honolulu, and with mighty blasts of 
the ships horns exchanged in salutes! 
Everyone aboard left the mainland 
and its pressures behind for a gala 
weekend in this sunkissed tropical isle 
of Catalina, just two hours off the 
coast from Los Angeles Harbor. . .. 

Charles Stillwell, the noted hotel 
man, has taken over the line, and with 
the aid of Hank Levy, a regular male-
Pearl Mesta at swinging fun parties, 
the distinguished guests and the pas­
sengers in general said it was the best 
outing this year! 

There was a fashion show of beach 
wear in the main salon, dancing in 
the ballroom, cocktail parties in the 
private staterooms, and much fun in 
the Fantail bar. As the ship pulled 
into Avalon, hundreds of yachts in 
the harbor sounded their horns in 
greeting, while the fire boats pulled 
in with elaborate sprays of water.

In 1542, Cabrillo 
and his men discovered the island and 
established trading. By 1832, the 
white man had taken over and the 
Indians were taken to the mainland 
to the San Gabriel Mission. 

The beautiful white house with the 
green roof sitting high on the hilltops 
of Avalon was built by William Wrig-
ley. Later, he was interred in the 
Mausoleum, and more recently was 
moved to the family plot in Pasadena. 
But the house with the stars and 
stripes waving freely in the breeze 
stays proudly on. It reminds me of 
the house I was raised in, my grand­
mother's, where today a telephone 
company building towers, and the 
rolling lawns and flower beds have 
become a business block. Mr. Wrig-
ley's dream was to preserve the island 
as it is in its natural beauty. The 
mansion, I was told, is used as a 
storage place.
