EXACTLY fifteen years ago, the 
founder of this publication predicted 
that Paradise Road would one day be 
heralded as a second Strip. Next 
week s launching of the LANDMARK 
(July I) and INTERNATIONAL (July 
2-3) Hotels brings that forecast into 
sharp reality. 

Both hotels are luxurious additions 
to our FABULOUS scene, each boast­
ing its own architectural splendor. Im­
ported marble is highly evident in 
both, with exquisitely decorated faci­
lities. The Landmark Dome is a three 
story glass bubble . . . The Interna­
tional has an eight and one-half acre 
recreation area on its first floor roof­
top, as well as a Youth Hotel to serv­
ice pre-school to teenage progeny. 

An interesting point of controversy 
is the actual height of both structures. 
Each is alleged to be the tallest build­
ing in the state. The Landmark is re­
puted to be 31 stories tall with a 
height of 346 feet. The International 
is 30 stories high and 365 feet tall.

FABULOUS LAS VEGAS 

BOB DARIN has a "new image!" 
And by the resounding applause of 
the jam-packed Troubadour, he's a hit! 
Bob had to sing through the time 
allotted for both the first and second 
shows (there couldn't be a second 
show) and finally begged off! Bob's 
new thing is contemporary, mod. 
Western, rock and roll, and varied. 
Most it's new, new, new . . . different! 

Mr. Doug Weston's establishment 
plays to the toughest critics in town. 
Patrons line the block fore and aft 
nightly for each show. These are musi­
cal buffs, long hairs, hippies, minks, 
film moguls, wheelers and dealers. 
But they love contemporary music. 
Mr. Weston has been smart enough 
to catch the top record performers, 
which has enlarged his business and 
his club five times over. Never have 
I seen a performer kept on so he can't 
do his second show, and past midnight 
has to beg off, like Mr. Darin! You 
see what I mean! 

It's the feeling of Paris, the Left 
Bank, this Troubadour. It has a flavor, 
atmosphere and personality all its 
own. A flower lady on the street soft­
ly approaches, "A pretty flower for a 
pretty girl." The lines start to move 
for the nine o'clock and then the 
eleven o'clock show. Inside it's either 
dark or psychedelic — crowded small 
tables, all kinds of people. This night 
Eddie G. Robinson and George Burns 
were two I recognized. 

I have attended every local per­
formance of Bobby Darin's in the last 
ten years. I admit I was prepared to 
be disappointed when he first came 
on with four hard rock and rollers, 
and Bob in blue denims. The backers 
proved to be music makers! And Bob 
(after his first "Amy") has you with it. 
You gotta be! The rhythm, the beat, 
the music, and best, Bob's singing, 
accompanying himself with his own 
guitar (not electric) at times playing 

the harmonica, and with a variety of 
his new compositions, plus a voice in 
top form! 

"A year and a half ago," Bob said, 
folding us all as confidantes, "I de­
cided to make a change, and sing 
something different. I had these new 
songs in my head and took them to 
the record companies who had been 
successful with me. And they all said 
it was a great idea! Told me to write 
these things, they'd cut out things 
and do it. There was no clause of 
mutual approval. It got to be a chal­
lenge. Looked like the only way I 
could sing what was clicking in my 
ear was to record myself. I called my 
lawyers. They said not to take a 
chance with my own money. I called 
my business representatives. They 
were smarter. They said, 'Go ahead.' 
I'm out $60,000.00 but this is it — 
what do I do now!" 

When Bob showed for the Jackie 
Gleason Show with his new look (the 
blue denims) Jackie asked, "Where 
did you park your train?" Bob sang 
"his new' at rehearsal. Some objec­
tions arose to his lyrics, although he 
had sung them before on the other 
networks. Meetings were called, heads 
were put together, wires were sent 
back and forth, and Bob couldn't sing 
these two lines: "That's the tale the 
warden tells as he counts his empty 
shells. This kinda thing can't happen 
here, cause this is my election year!" 

Bob's own compositions are great 
and make you forget "Mack the 
Knife," and his well known hits — with 
his new personal compositions "Sausa-
lito," "The Harvest," "Water Color 
Canvas," and several more. "Distrac­
tions" seem to be personal happenings, 
as Bob tells it, looking out the window 
reflecting he has a new album due. So 
he "must get with us" and write new 
lyrics and tunes. But a pretty girl sans 
her bikini is taking a sun bath, across 
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the way. "Distractions!" He goes away 
to fish a mountain stream and com­
pose. But a lady of forty comes run­
ning with a napkin to sign his auto­
graph. "Thanks," she says, "I hated 
you last year." He goes up to the Big 
Sur to get away, and is strumming his 
guitar and dreaming the songs that 
keep spinning in his head, when a 
record exec on a holiday with his girl 
friend stumbles by in the brush, lis­
tens, and goes scouting to sign him for 
a record contract. Bob tells it, droll, 
funny, but when he sings his "Simple 
Song of Freedom' — "Sing it every­
where, tell the people we don't want 
war" — it is and must become a na­
tional classic!

THERE'LL BE a hot time in the 
old town next week with all spot­
lights centered on the opening of two 
off-Strip hotels representing an in­
vestment of over $77 million. 

Howard Hughes opens his Land­
mark Hotel on Tuesday, July 1 featur­
ing comedian Danny Thomas with 
Kirk Kerkorian premiering his Inter­
national Hotel on Wednesday, July 2 
with singer Barbra Streisand as head-
liner. Both hotels are located on Para­
dise Road which soon may turn out 
to be another Strip. 

Thomas will be setting a precedent 
with important implications for enter­
tainers in the future. He is one of 
many big-name entertainers to "swing" 
from one hotel to another (operated 
by the same owner). 

The well known comic's "home­
stead" for years has been the Sands 
Hotel. He opened at the spa 17 years 
ago and has been the headliner at 
every annual anniversary show since. 

Recalling his opening date at the 
spa in 1952, Danny said, "They were 
offering me all kinds of desert land 
around the Sands at the time, but 1 
was too 'smart' to buy. How could 1 
guess Hughes would pick Las Vegas 
to start a new world?" 

Hughes personally requested Thom­
as to open the Landmark for him, 
calling the entertainer a "good luck" 
performer and a good box-office at­
traction. 

The "dual" booking of Thomas at 
the Sands and the Landmark by 
Hughes suggests up-coming, long 
term, multi-hotel contracts for Las 
Vegas entertainers and a possible 
plateau on spiraling talent costs. 

Hughes, as king of Las Vegas' first 
gambling casino conglomerate, also 
owns Desert Inn, Frontier, Silver Slip­
per and Castaways. 

Thomas, in most books the nation's 
most mesmerizing stand-up entertain­
er, follows his one-week opening en­
gagement at the Landmark with a 
25-day run at Harrah's, Lake Tahoe, 
beginning July 17. 

Miss Streisand, one of the hottest 
properties in every media of show 
business makes her headliner debut 
for a four week stand of two shows 
a night. Her show will be on the order 
of a concert with a 30-piece orchestra 
singing all of her hit songs of the 
past and present. 

The internationally known female 
singer got her start in little off-Broad­
way plays as "The Insect Comedy," 
in which she played an ant and a 
moth. She has a four octave high 
range with perfect phrasing. Miss 
Streisand is often inferred to resemble 
the exotic Queen Nefertiti. 

The success that seemed to burst 
overnight was the fulfillment of a 
little girl's fantasies. Born in Brook­
lyn, April 24, 1942, as a child she 
dreamed of fame, stardom and for­
tune. 

Her phenomenal progress in show 
business stems from a strange com-

NO MORE conventions to attend or

I can only hope 
that the powers to be in our town 
aeeept dramatie lieense and allow the 
multitudes who frequent our town a 
ehance to witness good theatre. Re­
member, if you are inelined to think 

that way, you could find something 
lewd reading Mother Goose. 

Good buddy Page Gavanaugh is 
back in town, this time in the Casbar 
Theatre of the Sahara. 1 first heard 
of Page right after the close of WWII 
through a recording called "The Three 
Bears." The subtle singing and play­
ing brought something new to the 
music profession that heretofore was 
being bombarded by singers . . . some 
good but mostly bad.
